THE GREAT LITANY
‘Litany’, in Greek, means prayer or supplication but in English it refers to a form 
of prayer in which there are a series of short petitions said or sung by the priest or 
cantor to which the congregation makes a number of recurring responses.
Litanies as forms of prayer are very old, dating from before the fourth century, 
and for a long time constituted a major part of the congregation’s participation 
in the Eucharist. The Great Litany in the Book of Common Prayer derives from 
the first English Litany, translated from the Latin into English and revised and 
reworked by Archbishop Thomas Cranmer in 1544.

The woman 
answered him, ‘I have no husband.’ Jesus said to her, ‘You are right in saying, 
“I have no husband”; for you have had five husbands, and the one you have 
now is not your husband. What you have said is true!’ The woman said to him, 
‘Sir, I see that you are a prophet. Our ancestors worshipped on this mountain, 
but you say that the place where people must worship is in Jerusalem.’ Jesus 
said to her, ‘Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when you will worship 
the Father neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem.

They were astonished that he was speaking with a 
woman, but no one said, ‘What do you want?’ or, ‘Why are you speaking with 
her?’ Then the woman left her water-jar and went back to the city. She said to 
the people, ‘Come and see a man who told me everything I have ever done! 
He cannot be the Messiah, can he?’ They left the city and were on their way to 
him.

Meanwhile the disciples were urging him, ‘Rabbi, eat something.’ But he said 
to them, ‘I have food to eat that you do not know about.’ So the disciples said 
to one another, ‘Surely no one has brought him something to eat?’ Jesus said 
to them, ‘My food is to do the will of him who sent me and to complete his 
work. Do you not say, “Four months more, then comes the harvest”? But I 
tell you, look around you, and see how the fields are ripe for harvesting. The 
reaper is already receiving wages and is gathering fruit for eternal life, so that 
sower and reaper may rejoice together. For here the saying holds true, “One 
sows and another reaps.” I sent you to reap that for which you did not labour.
